Discipleship Lessons – Questions

Lesson 1: Salvation

What happened when I was saved? When I trusted in Christ as Lord and Savior?

We were born into Adam’s image, which is that of a fallen sinner.

· I passed from death to life…………from darkness to light.  

· I am in relationship with God – born again spiritually – become child of God

· I have eternal life and a place in heaven.

· My body has become the temple of the Holy Spirit.

· I am justified. My sins are forgiven.

Our goal as Christians is to develop the mind of Christ in our own lives so that we are living in accordance with what the Bible teaches.

Lesson 2: Eternal Security: Assurance 

Can I lose my salvation? No. John 10:28-29; 1 Peter 1:5 (kept); Eph 1:13-14 (sealed).

Salvation is relationship restored with God sealed by the Holy Spirit of God. John 5:24

Christ died once, for all. As long as you think you must do something to keep your salvation, you will be motivated by fear and guilt. Neither of these will sustain your service for Christ. We must do what we do because of our love for Christ.

You can confirm that you are saved if you believe the Word of God and follow its teachings. The Holy Spirit will guide you in truth and the truth shall make you free: free to live a new life in Christ before God and man. 2 Cor 5:17.

Lesson 3: Baptism 

What is the first act of obedience after salvation? Follow Christ in baptism.

· It is an outward profession of your inward decision when you accepted Christ.

· It is to identify with Christ’s death, burial, and resurrection – newness of life in Him.

· It is obedience with submission to command of Christ 1 Peter 3:21.

Only those who have put their trust in Christ may enjoy blessing of baptism.

We will not grow in our Christian life if we fail to obey Him.

Lesson 4: The Holy Spirit 

What work does the Holy Spirit do in my life? 

· He convicts the unbeliever of sin to bring him to Christ.

· He regenerates and indwells the Christian the moment he is saved by faith in Christ.

· He fills the believer to live the Christian life, a righteous life.

· He guides us in truth. He ministers to our heart gently as a comforter.

· He strengthens us for service and to witness the gospel.

We received all of the Holy Spirit at salvation. We are told “to be filled with the Spirit”. He gets more of us when we yield another area of our life to Him.                                                    The Spirit-filled life is a process of growth.

Trust Him. Follow Him. Love Him. He is bringing you closer to image of Christ.

Lesson 5: The Word of God 

What significance does the Bible have in your life?

 * It is the Word of God without error.            * It brings growth.

 * It has power to change lives.                        * It helps you resist temptation.

 * It has promises to give you.                         *  It forms you for service.

 * It supports you with spiritual food.              * It  keeps you clean to please God.

Word of God is given for doctrine, reproof, correction and instruction in righteousness. 

Word of God is foundation for everything else that we believe.

What you do with the Bible determines what God will do with you.

Lesson 6: Prayer 

Why is it important to have a prayer life?

· To have open communication with your God, Creator, and Heavenly Father.

· To have peace of mind.

· To have effectiveness in your life. God wants to give answers. Are you listening?

· Pray without ceasing: give thanks, requests, make intercession, fellowship with God

Lesson 7: The Will of God 

How do I find the will of God for my life?

God’s direct will: The Bible reveals what God wants us to believe and do.

· God wants you to know Him and have relationship with Him through faith in Christ.

· God reveals Himself in creation, conscience the Bible and Jesus Christ.

· Growth in Christian life comes through growth in relationship with God.

· This is measured by becoming more like Christ.

God’s permissive will: What God allows to happen in our lives that we learn from. Individual plan for your life: given to Christians individually who are following Him.

You cannot know God’s ways without knowing God’s will;

You cannot know God’s will without knowing God’s word.

· The SCRIPTURES must direct you.
· The SPIRIT will confirm it in your heart.

· The SITUATION will permit it.
FB Meyer: When the Word of God, the impulse of the Holy Spirit in my heart, and the outward circumstances are in harmony, then I am convinced that I am acting in accordance with the will of God.

Lesson 8: The Local Church 

For what reason do I need to participate in a local church?

God works through the church: a living, functioning body of believers who are saved, baptized and organized to fulfill NT instructions for the Church.

They meet together for prayer, have fellowship together and meet needs.

· Church leaders will teach members to study the Bible and to be faithful to God..

· Church leaders will equip members for service as disciples. 

· Church leaders will exhort members to win others to Christ and support missionaries.

Lesson 9: Other Christians in family of God  

What relationship do I have with other Christians?

· We are the body of Christ. He is the head; we are serving together in humility & love

· We are disciples of Christ, fully surrendered to love God and to love one another.

· We continue in His Word to battle sin, flesh & the devil; we live a sanctified life.
Lesson 10: Giving  

What responsibilities do I have to do that?

· Since all belongs to God, Is it too much that He asks for 10% back?

· As Christians we are just custodians (stewards) of our lives and possessions.

· Motive for giving: Lk 6:38 “It is right.” 2 Cor 5:14 “We love Him.”

· Give to God and work of God; For God so loved He gave all for you.

· Give without grudging, without necessity; God provides for us as a reservoir. 

· Giving begins as a discipline then with contentment, then we give as a sacrifice.
Watching how God takes our small part and multiplies it for His good pleasure gives more joy then can be explained. We give with a sense of purpose, a channel God uses.
Always keep your eyes on eternal things: SOULS. If you have the right up-look you will have the right out-look on giving. May God give you desire to give & fruit that remains.

Be thankful He has extended to you an invitation to be involved in His work. 

He is allowing you to invest your time, talents, testimony, and treasure in eternal matters.

We are laying up treasures in heaven while watching God meet our needs here Phil 4:19.

Lesson 11: Money and Possessions 

What attitude should I have regarding money and possessions?

· The love of money is the root of all evil; it spoils relationship with God.

· Be content with blessings you have: wisdom, righteousness, sleep, Gods guidance.

Lesson 12: Resolving Sin’s Problems  
Will you still sin after you are saved? Yes. How do I have victory over sin in my life?

· Sin is all unrighteousness.

· We need to accept responsibility for sin not make excuses.

· God will give way of escape through His Word. Look to Jesus.

What should you do when you sin? Confess sin. Walk in the power of the Holy Spirit.
Submit to God. Resist the devil. He will flee from you. Put on armor of God.

Lesson 13: Liberty in Christ 

Do I have liberty to do what I want to do? No.

· He makes me free to do what is good; to be a servant of God not a servant of sin.

· We are to live as a child of God. Ask yourself, can I do that in name of Jesus.

· Watch, legalism is adding works to salvation.

· Grace is a disposition created by the Spirit of God needed to perform God’s will.

· Our outward will will be a reflection of our inner heart. True Christian liberty is the privilege we have to render ourselves as a pure vessel for the service of God, having all confidence that He will enable us to do or be of His will. God’s grace drives closer to God’s will and desires, not our own.

Lesson 14: My Work and Employment 

What attitude should I have toward my work and my employer?

· A God-pleasing attitude with a desire to give of my capacity to service to God.

· Ministry: 1st Family. 2nd: Household of faith. 3rd: Ambassador for Christ

Lesson 15: The Lost World 

What relationship should I have with the lost world?

· Share your love-love of God to all by word of your mouth and way you live life.

· Love your enemies without permitting the world to influence you for wrong.

· Commit life to God. Live a balanced righteous life to influence people for Christ.

· We are commanded to make disciples. The gospel is committed to the Church.

· The greatest news – Gospel: Jesus died to pay for all our sins. He rose from the dead.

He offers forgiveness to all who trust Him as Savior.

The Holy Spirit works in hearts to convict them of need for Christ.

The Church needs more people who care more about warning the lost than things or success. You learn how to become a soulwinner by following Christ and going soulwinning. Soulwinning becomes a way of life.

While salvation is a work of God, He has chosen individuals to carry His message. May God help us to carry the message boldly to every person. There is no greater joy or sense of satisfaction than being involved in the salvation of men. Prov 11:30

Matt 4:19 “Follow me” – command. With God’s calling comes God’s enabling

“and I will make you”-construction. Share your testimony. You are trophy of Gods grace

“fishers of men” – completed product. .

Lesson 16: The Judgment Seat of Christ 

Is there a judgment day for Christians? Yes. What will I need to account for? For my sin?

No. Jesus was already judged for our sin at Calvary.

· We give account for our actions: works done in service for Jesus Christ and 

· We give account for our motives: the attitude of our heart as we live our life.

· We will be judged to receive rewards that are eternal and not seen.

· The difficulties & burdens of this life won’t last forever. We will pass into eternity.

· Live in light of eternity. Put on the whole armor of God. Tell others of Christ. 

· Meditate on return of Christ; that will motivate you to keep the faith.

· Develop a desire to do God’s pleasure rather than man’s. 

· It helps you have a good attitude even before criticism.

What should your life reflect? As you live your life, do so with the knowledge that you will give account for your service to the Lord.

Life of a Disciple 

John 6:66 A disciple is a yielded believer who is filled with the Spirit and has committed himself to following the Lord. God has given so much for His children. Those who follow him discover that He alone can satisfy the desires of the heart. 1. Evangelize the lost. 2. Edify the believers 3. Encourage toward Christ-likeness. 4. Exalt Christ not self. Take up your cross, deny self,  Follow Christ, Live for eternity. Discipleship is not something you do, it is someone you become through power of the Holy Spirit.
